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An abstract is written using the Times New Roman 10 pt font without indentation in the first paragraph of a text.

Next paragraphs possess the 0.5cm indentation. All is written in a double-columns layout, on the A4 format page, with the following margins: left 1.8 cm, right 1.8 cm, top and bottom 2.5 cm, footnote field equal to 1.9cm.
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Citations should be putted in square brackets [1]. Mathematical formulas produced by the Equation Editor should be numbered as follows 
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where the symbols size should be adjusted to the text font size (10pt).

A standard length of an abstract should not exceed one page.

Figures and photos should be inserted directly into the text.
